The NWTF’s secret to success is having the right mission statement and sticking to it. 

And that’s what we’ve been doing for years . . . working for the conservation of the wild turkey and preservation of our hunting traditions. (slide 1) 

Since 1985, the NWTF has raised and spent more than $279 million to uphold hunting traditions and conserve more than 13.9 million acres of wildlife habitat.  (slide 2)
An integral part of keeping the hunting heritage alive is the women who make up the members of the NWTF’s Women in the Outdoors program. (slide 3)
Learning new skills, meeting people with similar interests and enjoying the great outdoors is what the NWTF's Women in the Outdoors program is all about. (slide 4)
The Women in the Outdoors program was started in 1998 by the NWTF to introduce women to the outdoors and our nation’s hunting and conservation traditions. The program grew by leaps and bounds to what it is today. (slide 5)

Women in the Outdoors events are held throughout North America and provide experts to teach all types of topics. Skills such as archery, fishing, boating and many more are taught at events throughout the country. (slide 6)
Events are hosted for women 14 and older and offer hands-on, outdoor activities led by expert instructors.  Events offer a balanced selection of hunting, fishing and other types of outdoor activities at a low cost to participants. 

The number of Women in the Outdoors events has increased from 18 in 1998 to nearly several hunded in 2008. (slide 7)

Hunting- and shooting-related activities at events include archery, deer hunting, handgun basics, rifle marksmanship, shotgunning and turkey hunting, to name a few. (slide 8)
Events also cover activities such as boating, canoeing/kayaking, fishing, fly-fishing, scuba diving and stream ecology. (slide 9)
Events, however, aren’t all about hunting and fishing. Other event topics include primitive cooking, plant identification, mountain biking, hiking/backpacking, habitat improvement, camping, bird watching and ATV safety. (slide 10)
